The objective of this research was to study the economic impact to Thailand
after the opening of the dairy market under the Thailand-Australia Free Trade Agreement
and the closer partnership agreement,Thailand - New Zealand Closer Economic
Partnership: TNZCEP .These were started to analyse the open market model and
management of market opening by the government sector. Considered changes in
variables as defined in the educational concept framework by setting the time frame in
which the year that the duty rate changes under the agreement was the criteria for
dividing the time period to study the changes that occur in 4 periods, i. before the
opening of the free trade zone (2001- 2004) i during the first phase of the free trade zone
(2005-2010) iii.during the second phase of tI  free trade zone (2011-2015) and during the
third phase of the free trade zone (2016-2018) including the analysis of Production Supply
and Distribution on Milk and Dairy Product in Thailand, Australia and New Zealand

The results of the study (i) quantity of Import dairy products after TAFTA and TNZCEP had been
increased since the opening of the Free Trade Area in 2005, Skim Milk Powder and Whole Milk Powder had
been increased since the second and third term free trade zones (i) The amount of Thai cow milk
production had been continued to grow since the opening of the Free Trade Area as the expansion of the
dairy cow herd and processed milk sector were expanded in the same direction as cow milk production (i)
The volume of dairy products had increased continuously since the opening of the Free Trade Area and
the rate of growth has increased considerably during the opening of the second free trade zone, ASEAN
countries(9) were the main custormers (iv) The net income index of Thai dairy cow famners increased from
the base year continuously during the opening of the second free trade zone. Milk Feed Price Ratio that
shows the ability of income to pay for feed has decrease as feed raw materials price was increase (V)
Australia's cow milk supply had changed as the reduced use of cow milk for processing and the amount of
of dairy products decreased respectively While cow milk supply of New Zealand was increased due to
increasing production effidency of cows milk which create market opportunities for dairy products and
increase market share. Thai cheese market was more important to Australia and New Zealand. Thai cow

milk supply had been increased and the amount of Thai dairy product exports was increased respectively
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
